certain requirements and badgework the levels of Voyageur then Pathfinder 

Scout are obtained. Finally, the Chief Scout Award can be earned.  

Patrols 

Each Troop has sub-groups called Patrols, typically consisting of 4-8 Scouts. Each 

patrol is overseen by a Scout Counsellor (adult leader). A Patrol Leader is elected 

by their peers then selects another youth as Assistant Patrol Leader. Patrol 

meetings can be held as a regular meeting or as a separate event.

They determine badgework, fundraisers, and other Troop 

activities. The Court of Honour typically meets at a time other than the regular 

meeting, but quick meetings can be held immediately prior to or following a 

regular meeting.  

Equipment Fundraising 

Scouts require more gear that their younger counterparts due to the nature of 

their programming and increased outdoor activities. They require a backpack, 

tent, sleeping bag, mess kit, & stove. This totals approximately $450.00. To that 

end, the Troop will conduct fundraisers to buy their own equipment.  

Long-term Planning 

The next Canadian Jamboree will be held at Camp Woods, Sylvan Lake AB. This is 

an absolutely fantastic opportunity for the Scout Troop to focus on attending. No 

dates or other information are available at this time.  
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
