___ 4 socks minimum.

___ Pillow 

___ Blue Foam Pad or Mattress

___ Flash Light (absolutely must have!)

___ Daypack / Backpack (very important*)

___ Mosquito/Tic Repellent

___ Cub First Aid / Survival Kit

___ 2 Empty Bread Bags (with no holes)

___ Hand Sanitizer

__  extra battery for flashlight
Toiletries

___ Toothbrush & Toothpaste

___ Comb or Hair Brush

___ Hand Towel & Face Cloth

___ Bar of Soap (in container)

Eating

___ Mess Kit (plate, bowl, cup, knife, fork, spoon)

___ Canteen

*The daypack is very important because Cubs will need to carry some food and gear with them during the day.

Group Equipment:  Each group will need their regular camping equipment for shelter, cooking, etc.

DO NOT BRING: 2-Way radios, electronic games, radio, money, candies, pocket knife, hatchet, or matches.
