___ Pillow 

___ Blue Foam Pad or Mattress

___ 6 x 8 Ground Sheet (piece of Poly) 

___ Solar Blanket (Silver foil blanket - sold with 1st aid)


Miscellaneous

___ 1 Compass (required with 2° increments)

___ Flash Light (absolutely must have!)

___ Daypack / Backpack (very important*)

___ Mosquito/Tic Repellent

___ Sun Screen

___ Cub First Aid / Survival Kit

___ 2 Empty Bread Bags (with no holes)

___ Hand Sanitizer

Toiletries

___ Toothbrush & Toothpaste

___ Comb or Hair Brush

___ Hand Towel & Face Cloth

___ Bar of Soap (in container)

Eating

___ Mess Kit (plate, bowl, cup, knife, fork, spoon)

___ Canteen

___ T-Towel

___ 10 x 12 Tarp for Shelter (if you can’t find one at the store, ask to borrow one from a relative, or friend)

*The daypack is very important because Cubs will need to carry their food and gear with them during the day.

Group Equipment:  Each group will need a stove and lantern for their 3rd year campsite.

DO NOT BRING: 2-Way radios, electronic games, radio, money, candies, pocket knife, hatchet, or matches.
